Today’s organ music is based on the medieval German hymn Herr 
Christ, der einig Gotts Sohn, #402. This is also our hymn of the day. 
This hymn is also one of the few hymns of its time written by a 
woman, Elisabeth Cruciger. Elisabeth and her husband Caspar were 
contemporaries of Martin Luther and actively involved in the 
Reformation. Luther preached at their wedding in 1524. The hymn 
tune makes an appearance in two of J. S. Bach’s cantatas, and today 
the second stanza sung by the choir is a setting of Bach. In today’s 
Gospel reading, John the Baptist proclaims Jesus the Lamb of God. 
This theme is woven into some of our hymnody and choral music 
today, including a hymn by another woman, Twila Paris. It’s not every 
Sunday we go home saying we sang a song at Mount Olive by a 
famous American songwriter and singer.

Each Sunday there is an appointed Collect of the Day. More simply 
put, it is the Prayer of the Day. “Collect” has its roots in the Latin 
collecta, meaning prayers are collected and then said for the benefit 
of all. Sometimes these Collects reflect the theme found in the 
Gospel reading, like last week when it reflected Jesus’ Baptism. 
Other times in the year the Collect is basic and simple, like this week 
where we are simply petitioning God to hear our prayers and grant 
us peace. Additionally, some of our Collects are nearly 1,000 years 
old, and some have been written as recently as this century. In this 
collection of Collects, we have a vast resource of voices throughout 
the life of the Church to pray with. A simple way to connect your 
personal prayer life during the week is use this Collect each day, 
taking time to reflect on what is being asked for, why we are asking 
for it, and how it will benefit us in our Christian life.
